SDC is planning a second district cooling plant within the Marina Bay Sands Integrated Resort Development. The two plants will be interconnected via a chilled water network installed within the Common Services Tunnels in the new downtown.

2)  Special features of chillers, thermal storage system and cooling towers employed in the plant;
3)  Technical scheme for supply connection and commercial arrangement; and
